DIRECTIONS 

Pulling Big Rigs- Take US Rte 60 to State Rte 208 in Dresden to McLaughlin Hill Rd 

(left) and then right on Stone Church Road.  This route consists of wider roads with 

lesser grades. Alternate Routes- Take State Rte 666 to State Rte 208 in Dresden to 

Stone Church Rd OR take State Rte 208 to Stone Church Rd. 
 

FOOD, WATER & HAY 

Dinner on Saturday, lunch on Saturday & Sunday is provided at a modest cost. There 

are multiple avenues for food off of the grounds in Dresden & Zanesville. There is 

water on the grounds via a well. Hay is $4 a bale & delivered to your rig. (Contact 

Justin Allen for hay.)
